Charter bus info...

We will travel with three charter buses.

Buses hold a max of 55 passengers.

Each bus will have around 53 passengers.

Adults and staff will spread amongst the three buses.

Students will sign-up for which bus Thursday at the end of trip practice.
Bus should have plugs for charging devices.

Please use the bus restroom....just not #2.
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Luggage info...

ONE suitcase that goes under the bus.

ONE carry-on bag on the bus.

PLEASE DO NOT BRING MORE THAN THAT.
In the carry-on, please consider what you'll need for that day on the bus -
chargers, snacks, headphones, money, etc.

It is HIGHLY INCONVENIENT to get a suitcase out from under the bus.

e All uniforms (instrumentalists and auxiliary) along with
instruments/equipment will be packed at the end of practice on March 12.
Those will be transported by equipment truck.

Medicine procedures....

Parents traveling on the trip can administer medicine for their child without
the need of forms. But only to their child.

Morning medicine is distributed at hotel breakfast.

e Evening medicine is brought around to their hotel room.
